Dear Parish Family,

As you know, FaithFinders“, is designed
to go on perpetually - we intend to offer
it at every Mass every Sunday morning
from now on. Our kids love it and it’s
become an indispensable part of family
spiritual life here at St. Mary’s.

Our kids in grades 5-12 are at a different
stage of life than our FaithFinders“, so
our Next Generation offerings for them

are on Sunday evenings and run from the

fall through the spring. We just had our
last Sunday night session on May 6 and
asked our kids and teens to give us some
feedback on how they liked it. Here’s
some of what they said about their
experience at our Sunday evening
gatherings...

Overall, 67% of them would bring a
friend.
001% of 5! eraders
076% of 6" graders
005% of teens said they’d bring a
friend.

Take a moment to remember what
“Church School” (CCD, Faith Formation,
Religious Education, etc) was like when
you were a kid. Would you have wanted
to bring a friend? These numbers blew
us away!

Overall, 44% of them said the program
was “awesome.” Another 32% said it was
“good.”

Think back: Would you have described your
experience of “Church School” this way?

The comments the kids offered gave us a
glimpse into what this experience has given
them. Remember, kids and teenagers say a lot
in very few words... these responses are
packed with meaning...

“I loved learning how to be an altar server and
lectoring...”

“I would love to have some classes in the Great
Hall — it’s beautiful...”

“I liked learning about the Saints... that made me
think...”

“It’s OK to be the only friend who goes to church
and is Catholic...”

“Stories in the Bible help me understand church
better...”

“Yesus is all around us...”
“Church isn’t horrible...
“Faith can move mountains...”

The amount of effort our staff and volunteers
are putting into our programs for the Next
Generation is substantial. But every one of
them will tell you that the results have made
that effort worth it bevond measure.

And if we love our kids and youth this much,
could we ever imagine how much God does?!
Helping them sense just a glimmer of that love
is worth any effort we could expend.
